When? All original entries must be received by 9 pm on Wednesday April 27th.  No time period
restriction on the date of photo.

Where? Grosse Ile Earth Day Celebration at Centennial Farm - Sunday May 1st from 1 - 4 pm.
Winners and People’s Choice awards will be announced following judging and voting (1 -3pm).
