In 1993, GINLC founder Dr. Bruce Jones and other committed residents of Grosse
lle came together with two main goals — to protect and preserve Grosse lle’s
precious natural areas, and to educate and inspire future generations of
conservation stewards to carry on that work on our island home and throughout the
world.

The annual Dr. Bruce Jones Memorial Scholarship was established in 2012 and has
been awarded each year to a graduating Grosse lle High School senior who has
exhibited dedication for protecting our natural environment.
